SPIN IT AGAIN
from Acoustica

When | arrived at the APCUG conference last January,
| expected interesting and entertaining technical ses-
sions and | was not disappointed. It started as | was
standing in the registration line to check into the Riviera
Hotel. | started talking with another man who was also
waiting to check-in and was there to demonstrate his
companyo6s sof tware at t h
name was David Raimondo from Acoustica who ex-
plained that SPIN IT AGAIN was software that con-
verted vinyl records into MP3 files. He was very excited
about the product and so | planned to attend his techni-
cal session.

The demonstration and presentation at the SPIN IT
AGAIN technical session was IMPRESSIVE. The soft-
ware was extremely user friendly including a hardware
hookup wizard and recording level configuration wizard
with both visual and verbal instructions. Once the setup
is done, the software talks you through the recording
process which consists of pressing the record button
and playing the record ¢é
listen to the music while it is recorded. Once the album
is converted to digital format, the software breaks the
file into tracks and it will clean up the recording using
various filters. Finally you can add titles and other data
to the tags and convert the files to individual MP3 files.
The entire process was simple and well thought out so
that even the non-technical user should have minimal
difficulty. During the presentation, David and his techni-
cal guru also highlighted some of the impressive techni-
cal capabilities built into conversion process and the
algorithms for the noise and distortion elements of the
software. The performance and ease of use of this soft-
ware was absolutely great. And when David told us that
the price was $34.95 | was astounded and then he said
the there was a user group discount of 20% so we
could buy the software for $27.96. Totally amazing!!!

| have since purchased the software and converted
about 15 albums so far. The process was as simple as
it appeared when demonstrated. | even found links to
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audio hardware suppliers where | was able to purchase
a belt for my turntable at a reasonable price. The only
tricky area that requires some attention is the breaking
of the file into tracks. The software is about 80% accu-
rate in identifying the separation between tracks even
after readjusting the criteria so | generally have to
spend 5 minutes per album manually setting the track
breaks é easy to do. I
when | created a probl em
the response was quick (within a day) and completely
explained what | did to create the problem.

The SPIN IT AGAIN software version 2 has now been
released which adds some additional features which

fi @il ;Bke ghes 7aepdy great software even better.

These enhancements include:

1) Ability to look up album information and track times
from the internet and

2) Better track detection

Anyone who is interested in converting vinyl, cassettes
or other analog media into MP3 will find SPIN IT
AGAIN a marvelous tool and a great value. And not

If only uninstalling a program were
as simple as taking out the trash:
bag it, stuff it in the can, and roll it
to the curb.

In theory, uninstalling a program
from your PC should require even
|l ess effort t han
plain, several options are at your
disposal for removing programs, and using them is
easier than preparing for garbage pickup. Problems
arise, however, when the uninstall process stalls and
your computer says it
when the uninstall process leaves bits of the program
scattered about your PC.

So try these sug-
gestions for problem-free program removal.

Program Uninstaller

The first method you should use to uninstall a program
is the uninstaller that comes with the software. This is
especially important when you have multiple programs
from the same software maker installed on your sys-
tem.

For instance, we have several Symantec programs
installed on our PC. As we contemplated removing one

Build A Better Browser

For users of Internet Explorer, the
Tools menu is like a woodworking
shop, containing much of the equip-
ment you need both to build a complex
and rewarding browsing experience
and to make little repairs as problems
arise. Fortunately, the options in the
Tools menu are easier to master than a
carpenterbés tool
and exploration,
of your browsing experience.

Tools Time

In Internet Explorer 6, running in Windows XP, the de-
fault Tools menu offers five options: Mail And News,
Synchronize, Windows Update, Show Related Links,
and Internet Options.

Depending on which IE updates and extensions you
have installed, you may also see other items. Most us-
ers will have Pop-Up Blocker, Manage Add-Ons, Mes-
senger, and Sun Java Console on the Tools menu as
well.

If you or other programs have installed helper applica-
tions or toolbars, or if you sync a Windows Mobile PDA
(personal digital assistant) or smartphone with your PC,
you may see other options that we won't discuss in this
article. Furthermore, if you are running Internet Explorer
7, the Tools menu will be slightly different. For more on
that, see the "IE7: Same Menu, Different Optionso
bar online for SmartComputing subscribers.

Mail And News

This option works with your designated email and news
reader clients to let you communicate with others with-
out leaving your browser. It sports five options: Read
Mail, New Message, Send A Link, Send Page, and
Read News. Most are self-explanatory; explore them to
see how much time you can save.

Pop-Up Blocker

Found in later versions of IE6, Pop-Up Blocker enables
IE to block the pages that pop up in new windows when
you are browsing a Web site. From this option's drop-
down menu, you can turn Pop-Up Blocker off (or back
