Windows XP and speech  

recognition 
 

 Strictly speaking, speech recognition isnôt part of Win-

dows XP. However, some computer manufacturers install 

Microsoftôs speech recognition software with XP. This soft-

ware will turn spoken words into text. You can also execute 

commands by voice. 

 To find out if the speech software is on your computer, 

click Start + Control Panel. Then double-click the Speech 

icon. If thereôs a Speech Recognition tab, itôs already in-

stalled. You can ñtrainò the software from this dialog box. 

For more on ñtraining,ò keep reading. 

 If it isnôt on your computer, you have two options. First, 

you can buy Microsoft Plus! for Windows XP. Youôll find 

this at your local computer store for about $30. 

Your other choice is to purchase Microsoft Office or Micro-

soft Word. The version you need is XP (2002) or 2003. Of 

course, Word and Office are both pricey. A full version of 

Word is about $200. Full versions of Office start around 

$400. If youôre a student or teacher, look for the Academic 

version of Office. Itôs about $150. Learn more from Micro-

soft. 

 To make matters more confusing, Office and Word donôt 

always install speech recognition. You must opt to install it. 

 To install the speech recognition component in Word, 

click Tools +Speech. Click Yes when asked if you want to 

install the speech software. Have your Office/Word disk 

handy. Youôll probably be prompted to insert it. 

 If Speech isnôt on the Tools menu, you must use your 

Office/Word disk. Select Add or Remove Features and click 

Next. Then click ñChoose advanced customization of applica-

tionsò and click Next. Click Office Shared Features Alterna-

tive User Input. Click the arrow beside Speech and select 

ñRun from My Computer.ò Click Update. 

 After the installation is complete, click Tools +Speech to 

ñtrainò the software. You will be given a passage to read. 

This will help it learn your particular speech patterns and 

pronunciation. A profile must be created for each user on the 

computer. 

  When you train the software, speak as you normally 

would. Over or under enunciation will cause problems. I 

know someone who read the passage as if he were reading to 

a child. It was not successful. 

 Keep in mind that speech recognition is far from perfect. 

Youôll have to make lots of corrections at first. But you can 

do more training with the software to increase accuracy. 

 Also, you need a good microphone. Get the noise-

canceling headset type. Expect to pay about $30. And read 

the packaging. It will say if itôs suitable for speech recogni-

tion. 

 Microsoft recommends at least 128MB of RAM and a 

400MHz computer. This is the bare minimum. Speech recog-

nition uses a lot of computing power. Make sure your com-

puter can handle it. I recommend a minimum 512MB of 

RAM and 1.5MHz processor.

Geographic Names Information System
 

OK, so you found a record that says your ancestor was 
born in Deals Gap, Tennessee . Now you ask, "Where the 
heck is that?" You could always purchase a map of Ten-
nessee and then look for the place. However, many small 
locations are not shown on modern maps. It is also possi-
ble that the place may have existed only in past years and 
has now disappeared; if so, a current map may not show 
the place you are interested in. You could try searching on 
Google. That may or may not find the place you seek. 
 

You might search the online mapping services for Deals 
Gap. That will probably be successful (1.) if it is an incor-
porated town and (2.) if it still exists. However, if the loca-
tion you seek has since disappeared or been absorbed 
into another nearby municipality, even the mapping sites 
may not find it. If you want to find a cemetery within Deals 
Gap, all of the above ñsolutionsò will probably fail. Luckily, 
there is an easy answer for online genealogists: look at 
the U.S. Governmentôs Geographic Names Information 
System, usually referred to as ñGNIS.ò. Best of all, that 
database is available to all, free of charge.  
 

The GNIS database can quickly tell you that Deals Gap is 
along the border separating North Carolina and Tennes-
see at 35 degrees 28 minutes 26 seconds North, 83 de-
grees 55 minutes 16 seconds West. In fact, you can then 
click on an icon to display a map of that area on your com-
puter screen. There is still one more feature: you can even 
look at a spy satellite photograph of the area.  
 

The Geographic Names Information System (GNIS), de-
veloped by the U.S. Geological Survey in cooperation with 
the U.S. Board on Geographic Names (BGN), contains 
information about almost 2 million physical and cultural 
geographic features in the United States . The GNIS iden-
tifies the Federally recognized name of each feature de-
scribed in the database and provides references to each 
feature's state, county, latitude and longitude.  
 

The GNIS serves two purposes for genealogists. First, it 
gives precise locations of every village, mountain, river, 
airport, bay, beach, bridge, etc. in the United States . The 
information includes the exact latitude and longitude of 
each named feature. Second, it can help find locations 
mentioned in old documents.  
 

Here is perhaps the best news of all for genealogists: the 
GNIS lists many cemeteries, although not all of them. For 
instance, I know that my great-grandparents were buried 
in Pine Grove Cemetery in Bangor , Maine . The GNIS 
describes Pine Grove Cemetery as in Penobscot County 
at 44 degrees 47 minutes 54 seconds North, 68 degrees 
49 minutes 38 seconds West. If I know the name of the 
cemetery but not the town, the GNIS database will find all 
cemeteries of that name in the state. Before you head off 
to a cemetery of a given name, keep in mind that some 
cemeteries are not in the list, . For instance, the small 
cemetery where my immediate family along with many of 
my aunts, uncles and cousins are interred and where I 
plan to spend eternity isn't listed in the GNIS database.  
 

Not only will GNIS provide textual information about a 
place's location, but it will also automatically link to all of 
the following:

By clicking on the appropriate link, you can immediately 
view that location as displayed in any of the above map-
ping sites or even look at that location in a photograph 
taken by a satellite in outer space. With some of the above 
sites, you can even ñflyò over the terrain with a view that 
emulates a pilot's view when flying an airplane.  
 

GNIS should be a tool in every genealo-
gist's ñelectronic toolbox.ò You probably 
will not need it often; but, when you do, it 
will provide information that is difficult to 
find otherwise. The Geographic Names 
Information System is available at:      
http://geonames.usgs.gov.  

GenTip   

Did you know you can use Google to search for your an-
cestors? Not only does Google give the most relevant re-
sults for genealogy searches, it also has tremendous flexi-
bility. If you go to:

you'll see a series of search boxes for different purposes 
and you don't have to remember all the signs and tricks 
Google uses for precise searching. When you click on 
(How is this useful?)  that appears beside each search 
button, you'll get instructions on how to frame your search.

Explore The Project Gallery  
 
by Tom Hancock  
 
The Project Gallery in Print Shop 22 contains Quick-
Start Layouts you can use to quickly create 45 different 
projects. Weôll look at some features of the gallery you 
may have overlooked. 
 
Gallery Contains Layouts 
 

The Project Gallery is different than the Project Picker, 
which shows up each time you start Print Shop. The 
Gallery appears when you choose in the Project Picker 
to create a project from a QuickStart Layout. For exam-
ple, if you want to create some business cards, you 
click that topic in the Project Picker, then click Custom-
ize A QuickStart Layout and Next. The Gallery opens to 
the collection of business card projects.  
 

The Project Gallery contains a search function. Type a 
word or words in the box at the top of the left-hand 
pane and click Go. The preview pane on the right will 
show you thumbnails of projects that match the search. 
You may find it helpful to enlarge the thumbnails by 
clicking View and Large on the gallery menu bar. You 
can also click the largest rectangle on the toolbar below 
the menu bar.  
 

Click View and Advanced Search, or the flashlight icon 
in the toolbar, to bring up two more ways to search. 
You can search by Tone and by Collection. You can 
also choose to search for Any or All of the Search 
Words you enter.  
 

Search By Sets  
 

Thereôs another way to search for projects that you 
may not have noticed. Open the Project Gallery and 
choose from the Select Type Of Project drop-down list. 
Click the View Matching 
Sets button on the toolbar. 
Choose All or select a Pro-
ject Category. Browse for a 
project you like and click it. 
In the toolbar, click Open  
 

Matching Sets.  
 

The dialog box called Open 
Matching Projects opens 
with a list of projects that match the selected project. 
Check the matching QuickStart layouts you want to  
 

open and then click OK.  
 

At times you may find unexpected matching projects. 
For example, we found a newsletter and banner that 

share the same wedding themes. Unfortunately, not all 
projects have matches, and in some cases, the 
matches arenôt very helpful. We found a business card 
and poster match, but itôs unlikely those two projects 
would be used together.  
  

You can always make your own ñmatching sets,ò of 
course. For example, if you really like the design ele-
ments on a greeting card, you can always copy and 
paste graphics from it to a blank envelope and then 
resize it.  
 

Find A Keyword  
 

The Enter Search Words box in the Project Gallery 
uses keywords you type to look for projects. Youôll likely 
have some words in mind, like ñbirthday,ò or 
ñThanksgiving,ò and you can type those in and look at 
the results. But you can also work backwards from a 
project you like to locate similar projects if the Matching 
Sets feature isnôt giving you many choices.  
 

Letôs say you find a program you like for your childôs 
grade-school graduation in the Project Gallery but it 
isnôt part of a matching set. Right-click the preview in 

the gallery to bring up the 
Properties dialog box. Look 
at the Keywords informa-
tion and you may see a 
string of words such as: 
ñ5th Brochure Elementary 
Flyer Grade Graduation 
School Students Graduate 
Program Education.ò By 
using some of these key-
words for another search, 
you may be able to find 
similar projects.  

 
 

Letôs see if we can find a Poster project with the key-
words ñElementary Graduation.ò Click the Select Type 
Of Project drop-down box and choose Posters. Type 
the keywords into the Enter Search Words box and 
then click Go. Look through the projects and see if you 
find something you like. You can further refine your 
search by clicking All in Advanced Search mode. In this 
case, only projects that contain all of the keywords will  
 

be shown.  
 

With these tips, youôll be able to efficiently use the 
many options offered by the Project Gallery. Narrowing 
down the possibilities in this way will save you consid-
erable time.
